1. Introduction

2. Subjects Included

e Arabic Language for native and non-native speakers
e Islamic Education
e UAE Social Studies (integrated within the curriculum)

3. Policy Objectives

o Full compliance with the teaching of MOE subjects to all KG students.

e Support the development of language, identity, religious and cultural values.

e Provide an interactive and engaging learning environment that promotes a sense of
belonging and intellectual curiosity.

o Ensure appropriate time allocation, qualified teachers, and integrated content delivery.

o Enhance parental involvement in supporting Arabic learning at home.



4. Student Stream Classification

e Arabic as a First Language (Arabic A): For Emirati and Arab students or those with
comparable language proficiency.

e Arabic as a Second Language (Arabic B): For non-Arabic-speaking students.

o Transfers between streams are subject to ADEK guidelines, including placement
assessments and required approvals.

e No numerical grades used; instead, descriptive reports tracking skill development.




9. Teacher Qualifications
e Arabic A: Only native Arabic speakers.

e Arabic B: Native or non-native speakers with demonstrated fluency.
e Islamic Education: Muslim teacher proficient in Quran recitation and Islamic content.

10.Professional Development
e Minimum of 75 hours of annual professional training.

e Training content includes multicultural pedagogy, second language instruction, and
integrated curriculum strategies.

11. Parental Engagement
e Regular communication (newsletters, meetings, workshops).

e Support for home-based learning of values and language.
e Provision of translated support materials when needed.

12.Policy Review
